and other fellow Singaporeans. The Programme shall aim to be self -supporting and to invite three to five
speakers over a period of three to five years.

Short Biography of Professor Kiang Ai Kim
1915 - Professor Kiang Ai Kim was born in Singapore
1938 - Graduated from Raffles College
1949 - Awarded the Queen's Fellowship
1952 - Graduated with a PhD from the Cambridge University
1960 - First Singaporean Professor and Head of Chemistry
at the then University of Singapore
1968 to 71 - Dean of the Science Faculty
1971 - Conferred the prestigious title of Emeritus Professor
1983 - Accompanied the then SIFST President Mr. Theng Chye Yam to Dublin to successfully bid for the 7t World
Congress in Food Science and Technology which was held in Singapore in 1987
1 1983 to 87 - Chaired the 7t World Congress Scientific Programme Committee
1 Jul 18,2009 - Died of heart failure at age 93
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Programme Objectives

The Programme aims to

1 Commemorate the late Emeritus Professor Kiang Ai Kim, Hon. Fellow of the Singapore Institute of Food Science and
Technology (SIFST) and a supportive, caring, wise elder and mentor.

1 Provide personnel in the food industry, relevant academia and government agencies with the opportunity of listening
to and learning from world class speakers in food science and technology and/or related fields or issues.

1 Facilitate interaction and dialogue in the food science, food technology and related areas amongst industry, academia,
and government agencies on the global overview of current and emerging trends that are of paramount importance
to the health and well being of the world population and the sustainability of the earth.

Accolades and Awards

Professor Kiang Ai Kim received many prestigious accolades and awards: including the NUS Distinguished Alumni Service
Award and the Distinguished Science Alumni Award, the Malaysian Scientific Association Fellowship conferment and Silver
Jubilee Award, and the Institut Kimia Malaysia Fellowship conferment and Gold Medal. In 1987 Professor Kiang received a
Singapore National Day Award in the form of the Public Service Medal (PBM).

In his lifetime

Professor Kiang was a dedicated educator and researcher, and a great'contributor to the international standing of SIFST in the
arena of food science and technology. He had also contributed tremendously in helping to completely re-write the SIFST
Constitution in the early 90s, and continued to sit as a member of the SIFST Constitution Committee till his last days, for
several subsequent reviews of the Constitution.
